Title

Headlines
Do not capitalize articles, coordinate conjunctions, and prepositions under four letters in length. Do not use blank lines (carriage return) to make more space between paragraphs.
Background, Motivation and Objective
To introduce your topic please give a short background motivation and refer to selected relevant literature. Take care that your contribution is in line with the suggested topic on top of the page. Choose an adequate title that reveals the aim of your work. Experimental details should be shown only as distinctive features to describe important information. Literature references are given in brackets [1]. 
Description of the New Method or System
Write here your specific qualitative and/or quantitative novelty claim(s): what you have achieved for the first time, and/or how your work advances the state of research in the field.
Results
Original scientific results and significant findings and developments in the specific field should be presented. Please arrange figures in a way that important information can be caught at a glance. Sometimes, a picture says more than thousand words. 
Illustrations, Graphs, and Photographs
Please arrange figures in a way so that important information can be caught at a glance. Illustrations, graphs, and photographs should fit preferably in one column (see Fig. 1). The resolution for photographs and graphics should not exceed 300 dpi.
